Resolution opposing Ballot Question 1: the elimination of the income tax
WHEREAS:
The income tax question on the ballot this fall is a reckless proposal that will have severe and immediate consequences for all residents of Boston; and 
WHEREAS:
This binding referendum will take $12.7 billion – nearly 40 percent – out of the state budget, driving up local property taxes and leading to drastic cuts in services; and 
WHEREAS:
Boston will suffer sweeping education cuts, steep reductions in public safety personnel and further deterioration of roads and bridges; Therefore be it
RESOLVED:
That the Boston City Council opposes elimination of the income tax in the state of Massachusetts given the grave consequences for public safety, education, health care, and public infrastructure.
